Students regularly participate in small-group and class-wide discussions.

1. Small-group discussions to refine speaking skills

2. Becoming more familiar with English pronunciation (speech sounds and stress/intonation)

3. Exploring strategies for increasing vocabulary

4. Learning how to talk about Japanese culture and daily life in Japan to people from other countries

These courses are recommended for: low- to high-intermediate/advanced level learners, English enthusiasts,
people who want to practice speaking English in a friendly environment, people interested in cross-cultural
communication, people who have questions about English.
