An intensive training program for native or fluent speakers of Japanese, this course is a follow-up for those who
have either taken the introductory teacher training course or have had some experience teaching Japanese. This
course focuses on how to teach advanced-beginner to intermediate-level Japanese. Participants who complete
this program may have the opportunity to become teaching assistants at Japan Society’s Language Center.
