(Japanese Calligraphy)

Japanese calligraphy, also known as shodo, is a revered, =
centuries-old art form and Zen practice which evokes
harmony, beauty, and balance. Shodo uses a brush and
charcoal ink on paper, wood plagues, and fabric and includes
Chinese characters (kanji) and Japanese hiragana. Although
it originated in the techniques used for letter writing, with its
unique form of expression it has developed into an art genre.

The Language Center offers both online and in-person
Shodo course options. These courses are designed for
adults aged 18 and above.

(kaisho)/regular script, and more advanced students will have the opportunity to hone their skills of the 17
(gyosho) / semi-cursive, F.3 (sosho) / cursive, and #£35 (reisho) / clerical scripts.

Cancellation Policy: Cancellations are accepted until 12 pm ET, TWO business days before the
course begins. The Language Center’s business days are Monday — Friday, except for most federal
holidays.

She presents
her work every August at a calligraphy exhibition held at the Tokyo Metropolitan Art Museum.
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
